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Its registration time again. 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LATE REGISTRATI0N POLICY

As most of you are aware, registration is held in January to allow for the 8 weeks delivery time of the uniforms.  In the past, it has been SCBA's policy to accept all late registrations.  Last year, nearly 100 children attempted to register after the last registration.  Because of the increased cost of special ordering uniforms for the late registrants as well as the problems caused by attempting to add children to team rosters after the rosters have been completed and uniforms and equipment ordered, SCBA can no longer continue its policy of accepting all late registrations.

This year, a limited number of spaces will be available for late registrations.  Once these spaces are filled, all further registrations will be placed on a waiting list.  The fee to cover uniform special order costs for late registrants will be an additional $10 per child. If you are unable to attend one of the three scheduled registrations, contact Bob Kilijanski at 823-7632 prior to the last registration to make special arrangements and insure you child's placement on a team.

TEEBALL OR BASEBALL/SOFTBALL
Many of you may be wondering what to do with your seven year old.  Here are a few guidelines that you should consider when making the decision to leave your child in Teeball or to move them up to the next division:

Your child should understand the basics of Teeball (hitting, throwing and fielding).  Don't push them if they are not ready.

If, in your opinion, your child has learned the basics and would not learn much more with another year of Teeball, then your child is a candidate to move up to the next division.

Leaving your child in Teeball for another year will not put them a year behind the other children their age.  They will catch up next year.  In fact, your child may gain confidence playing another year of Teeball he/she would not get playing Baseball/Softball with older children.

Past league history has shown about 90% of 7 year old girls register to play girls softball rather than co-ed Teeball, while 7-8 Baseball is only slightly more popular than co-ed Teeball amongst the 7 year old boys.
