Boys 11-12 Baseball


AUTONUM
Games will be played on a 70 foot diamond with a 50 foot pitchers mound.

AUTONUM 
10 players will constitute a team.

AUTONUM
A regular game will consist of 7 innings unless the time limit is reached first.  However, extra innings must be played to break a tie in the event the time limit has not been reached.

AUTONUM
Protective cups are required by all players.  Any player not wearing one will not be allowed to play.

AUTONUM
In the event that the league cannot provide an umpire, each manager will agree to select one umpire from the spectators.

AUTONUM
There will be free substitution of all players including the pitcher.

AUTONUM
A pitcher may appear in a maximum of 4 innings per game. Throwing one pitch constitutes appearing in an inning.  

AUTONUM
A pitcher may appear in a maximum of 7 innings per week.  For pitching purposes a week will be defined as Monday to Sunday. This includes innings pitched for Travel and Tournament teams.

AUTONUM
Coaches are allowed one stop in play to talk to pitcher per inning.  A second stop in play will disqualify the pitcher for the remainder of the inning.  A maximum of 3 stops in play per inning is allowed.

10.
If a pitcher hits 2 batters in one inning or 3 batters in a game, the pitcher must be removed from the pitching position for the remainder of the game. Pitcher may not re-enter to the pitching position.

11.
Catcher must wear full equipment including mask, chest protector, shin guards, helmet and throat protector.

12.
Defensive team must use 4 outfielders.  All must be positioned at approximate equal depth.  No short fielder will be allowed.

13.
There is no dropped third strike rule.
14.
Infield fly rule in effect.

15.
Bunting is allowed.

16.
Lead-offs are allowed.

17.
Balks will be called.

18.
Once in the stretch position, the following restrictions apply: Violation of any of these will result in a balk being called:

· A minimum of a 1 second stop in motion is required.

· A step in the direction of the throw or fake is required.  Throwing or faking without a step is a balk.

· Fake throws to first base are not allowed unless the pitcher first steps back off the rubber.

· Fake throws to second or third base are allowed.

19.
An inning will consist of 3 outs or 10 runs, whichever comes first.

20.
Base runners may steal at their own peril to 2nd or 3rd base only. There is no stealing home.
21.
Runner cannot steal home on a passed ball, wild pitch or errant throw from the catcher to the pitcher. Runner on third will be awarded home on an umpire called balk or a passed ball or wild pitch that goes out of play.
22.
Bats used in this division cannot be more than 33” in length and not more than 2 5/8” in diameter. If wooden, the bat must be at least 7/8” in diameter if less than 30” in length and at least 15/16” in diameter if 30” in length or greater.
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
