Boys 9-10 Baseball

AUTONUM
Game will be played on a 65 foot diamond with a 45 foot pitching mound.

AUTONUM
10 players will constitute a team.

AUTONUM
Infielders must play behind the pitcher until the ball is hit. No infielder (excluding the catcher) is allowed to stand closer to the batter than the pitcher.

AUTONUM
Defensive team must use 4 outfielders.  All must be positioned at approximate equal depth.  No short fielder will be allowed.

AUTONUM
A regular game will consist of 6 innings unless the time limit is reached first.  However, extra innings must be played to break a tie in the event the time limit has not been reached.

AUTONUM
Protective cups are required by all players.  Any player not wearing one will not be allowed to play.

AUTONUM
In the event that the league cannot provide an umpire, each manager will agree to select one umpire from the spectators.

AUTONUM
No base stealing.  Runners may advance after tagging on a fly ball.  Base runners may leave the base once the ball leaves the pitchers hand.  Runner may not steal the next base even if a play or attempted play is made on the runner by the defensive team.  Runner may be put out by any player on the defensive team if tagged prior to returning to the base.  Runner must return to base once the ball has been returned to the pitcher.

AUTONUM
A runner who leaves the base prior to the pitcher releasing the pitch will be called out and the ball will be dead.

AUTONUM
A pitcher may appear in a maximum of 2 innings per game. If a pitcher appears in 2 innings, they must be consecutive innings. For determining  innings pitched in 11,12 and 13, pitching one pitch is considered a full inning pitched, regardless of the number of actual pitches thrown or batters faced.
AUTONUM
If the player is removed from the pitchers mound before the two innings are completed, the player may not return to the mound during that game.
AUTONUM
A pitcher may appear in a maximum of 6 innings per week. For pitching purposes, a week will be defined as Monday to Sunday.
13.
If a pitcher hits 2 batters in one inning or 3 batters in a game, the pitcher must be removed from the pitching position for the remainder of the game. Pitcher may not re-enter to the pitching position.

14.
There will be no base advancement on a wild pitch.

15.
Balks will not be called.  Ball is dead.

16.
Coaches are allowed one stop in play to talk to pitcher per inning.  A second stop in play will disqualify the pitcher for the remainder of the inning.  A maximum of 3 stops in play per inning are allowed.

17.
There will be free substitution of all players including the pitcher.

18.
Catchers must wear full equipment including mask, chest protector and shin guards. Catchers must wear a helmet and throat protector.

19.
Catchers may not talk to batters.

20.
An inning will consist of 3 outs or 6 runs, whichever comes first. In the sixth inning there will be no run limit.
21.
There is no dropped third strike rule.

22.
There is no infield fly rule.

23.
Bunting is allowed.

Boys 9-10 Baseball con’t.

24.
An automatic strike will be called on a batter who steps out of the batters box once the pitcher has started his delivery except when calling time or avoiding being hit by a pitch.

25.
Play will be stopped when the defense has controlled all base runners.  Ball is in play until then.

26
Bats used in this division cannot be more than 33” in length and not more than 2 1/4” in diameter.  If wooden, the bat must be at least 7/8” in diameter if less than 30” in length and at least 15/16” in diameter if 30” in length or greater.

27.
Fake bunting is not allowed.  Any batter who, by his stance, causes the infield to move in to cover a bunt is required to bunt the ball.  If a batter fakes a bunt in an attempt to draw the infield in and then takes a full swing at the pitch, the batter will be called out and the ball will be dead.
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
