SCBA Travel Rules

AUTONUM
“House League” comes first. Managers or Coaches should not schedule travel games or tournaments until the “House League” is complete.

AUTONUM
In age groups where “House League” participation is required, the head coach/manager must continue to coach or manage a “House League” team.

AUTONUM
The Travel or Tournament head coach must apply each year to coach/manage a Travel or Tournament team. Automatic renewal should not be assumed. Application for renewal should be submitted to the Travel / Tournament Team commissioner by the end of the current season.

AUTONUM
Travel or Tournament coaches / managers who are planning any overnight trips, must first submit plans in writing and receive permission from the SCBA Board of Directors.

AUTONUM
Only one (1) Travel team is allowed in each division. This does not apply to Tournament teams.

AUTONUM
Selection of a Head Coach / Manager in an open division must be presented to the SCBA Board of Directors by the division Commissioner for approval.

AUTONUM
Registration forms for “Travel Baseball / Softball” must be filled out and signed by the parent or guardian before a player participates in the first tryout, practice or game. This is to ensure that the parent or guardian understands the SCBA medical, liability and health coverage policy. No fees need to be collected at this time.

AUTONUM
All Travel schedules are to be turned in to the SCBA Travel Commissipner and the Facilities Coordinator by April 15th of each year.

AUTONUM
All Travel / Tournament teams will fund and treasure their own finances. This includes but is not limited to: League fees, umpires, Tournament entry fees, etc.

AUTONUM
A $25.00 Travel / Tournament fee is required for each roster player. The head Coach / Manager is to submit the completed roster and participation fess to the SCBA Travel Commissioner or Vice President by May 1st of each year. If a team is only participating in the Cheektowaga Crabapple Tournament, no participation fee is required.

AUTONUM
SCBA will provide the following items to each Travel / Tournament team.

· SCBA certificate of insurance.

· Baseball or softball diamond for home games, subject to availablity.

· One (1) dozen new baseballs or softballs.

· Scheduling of umpires if needed. Payment of the umpire fees is not included by SCBA.
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
