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2012 Suspension Policy

· All managers, coaches, umpires, players and fans in the SCBA house and travel leagues are required to adhere to the rules and regulations of SCBA and its Zero Tolerance Policy.

· All team managers are responsible for controlling the actions and behavior of their coaches, players and fans. Failure to control their teams or fans will result in a possible forfeit and suspension.

· Any manager, coach, player or fan demonstrating unsportsmanlike conduct which includes arguing of umpire calls, using foul language or throwing equipment can be ejected from the field. Game ejections can be enforced by the game umpire or any league administrator in attendance.

· In the event that an ejected person fails to leave the diamond immediately, the Town of Cheektowaga Police Department (686-3500) will be notified to escort that person from the field. Under no circumstances should any manager, coach, umpire, fan or league administrator attempt to physically remove any person from the playing facility.

· Any manager, coach, player or fan demonstrating unsportsmanlike conduct will be subject to review by the SCBA Operating Committee for disciplinary action. The Operating Committee will follow up on any violation of SCBA’s Zero Tolerance Policy and enforce suspensions even if the game umpire did not per the following procedure.

1. The appropriate division Commissioner will obtain names, phone numbers and information required in regards to the incident.

2. The SCBA Vice President and the appropriate division Commissioner will contact individuals involved with the incident, review the information supplied, determine the level of unsportsmanlike behavior of each individual involved in the incident and issue the appropriate disciplinary actions in accordance with the SCBA Suspension Policy.
3. Any individual serving a suspension issued by SCBA may not be in attendance of any SCBA House or Travel games until they have been reinstated by the SCBA Operating Committee. In the event that a suspended individual is in attendance at an SCBA House or Travel game and fails to leave the field before the start of the game, the player associated with the suspended individual will not be allowed to participate in that game.
4. The SCBA Operating Committee will then meet with all disciplined individuals along with their team Managers prior to reinstatement to their teams. Suspensions will remain in effect, regardless of the number of games, until this meeting takes place.


· The SCBA Operating Committee will discipline the unsportsmanlike individuals according to the following levels.

1. Minor level. A written suspension letter by the SCBA Vice President will be sent to the individual and a one game suspension will be issued for the next scheduled game of that team. Any individual who receives a minor level suspension must meet with the Operating Committee before being reinstated to their team as a coach, player or fan. Also, the suspended individual cannot participate with any other teams in the SCBA organization until the one game suspension and meeting with the Operating Committee is completed. Examples include, but are not limited to, using foul language, throwing equipment or verbal abuse.

2. Major level. A written suspension letter by the SCBA Vice President will be sent to the individual and a two game suspension will be issued for the next scheduled games of that team. Any individual who receives a major level suspension must meet with the Operating Committee before being reinstated to their team as a coach, player or fan. Also, the suspended individual cannot participate with any other teams in the SCBA organization until the two game suspension and meeting with the Operating Committee is completed. Examples include, but are not limited to, game ejections by the umpire or league administrator and excessive use of foul language or verbal abuse. Any individual with a second minor level penalty in one season will automatically be issued a major level penalty.

3. Severe level.  A written expulsion letter by the SCBA Vice President will be sent to the individual and expulsion from the SCBA organization (house and travel) will be issued for the entire family. Examples include, but are not limited to, physical abuse with any manager, coach, umpire, player or fan or removal of the individual from the playing field by the Police Department. Any individual with a second major level penalty in one season will automatically be issued a severe level penalty.
4. Suspensions will carry forward to the next season in the event that they can not be served in the season that the suspension took place.
